1. Set up is Saturday, October 2, from 7 am – 9:00 am.  

2. All booth sites will be outdoors on either concrete or asphalt.

3. The festival will start promptly at 10 am and end at 5 pm. No booth can be broken down before 5 pm.
4. Booth size is 10x10.  Double booth space can be arranged at an additional cost.

5. Vendors are responsible for all setups, breakdowns and equipment needed for an attractive booth. 
6. Canopies are suggested for possible inclement weather but not mandatory.

7. Only original handcrafted articles will be permitted in the arts & craft section of the festival.  Please submit photo of your booth and craft items with your application.
8. Limited electricity and water is available for an additional charge
9. Food vendors will be set up in a designated area.  Please submit a complete copy of your menu with your application.  Please state full length of your food unit, if applicable, including tongue and your electricity/water requirements.

10. Non-profit groups with Federal ID # are welcome to participate. Every non-profit booth must include at least one child’s activity per booth.

11. All arts & craft vendors will need to check in with festival staff at Apple Tree Alley the morning of the festival for booth assignment.
12. All food vendors will need to check in with festival staff at Clarkesville Street the morning of the festival for space allocation.  Please note that because of space limitation the deadline for food vendor applications has been moved up to September 13, 2010.

13. All non-crafters will need to check in with festival staff at the depot the morning of the festival for booth assignment.

14. Vendors are accepted on a first-come first-serve basis and vendors may be limited per craft.

We love our volunteers and the Big Red Apple Festival is staffed mainly by these dedicated individuals and we hope you will treat them with courtesy.
